a. Old City
The old city is separated by a 10 km long wall surrounding it. Also it has eight gates leading out
of it. The Old City houses some of the most famous attractions of Jodhpur including places like
the Mehrangarh Fort, Jaswant Thada, Rao Jodha National Park etc. The Old City is further
dotted with quaint little roof top cafes that provide a panoramic view of the entire “Blue City”
which munching away on the sumptuous banquet on offer. It is-one of the most famous tourist
hubs of Asia and has hosted several high profile celebrities like Christopher Nolan, Christian
Bale, Shahrukh Khan, Amitabh Bachchan, Parineeti Chopra on personal and professional visits.

b. Jodhpur City
The modern city of Jodhpur extends beyond the walls of the OIld City and is filled with a
multitude of shops selling traditional ware from Rajasthan juxtaposed with swanky new malls
with all the national retail outlets that have flocked the city recently making it a perfect blend of
culture and modernity. Jodhpur is also famous for its discipline and safety reporting the lowest
rates of crime nationally consistently. The main city boasts famous tourist spots like Umaid
Bhawan Palace, Kaliana lake; Mandore Gardens etc. All in all it can be said that it is the perfect
place for an enriching weekend retreat.
